	Instructional Objectives

· Definition of what is to be taught and learned
	Students will be able to produce a revised paragraph/essay discussing the different conflicts in a story, showing evidence that the student is able to relate conflicts in his/her own life to literature.

	Instructional Delivery

· Procedures

· Strategies

	· Start class by discussing one of my personal (not too personal) conflicts I may have dealt with in the past, explaining whether the conflict was internal or external and why.

· Students will discuss with a partner (pair/share), and eventually share with the class, one conflict and decide whether it is external or internal.

· Use Bob Tierney’s strategy “self-others-teacher” to respond to the essay prompt: “Discuss one external and one internal conflict from the story and relate it to your own external and internal conflicts.”

· Students will write the first draft for themselves (only they will read their own draft using colloquial language, abbreviations, and/or questions to self about conflicts).

· Second draft of response will be written for a peer to read. (Students will begin to self-correct, add to, and take away from first draft.)

· Third draft is for the teacher to read (must be typed, spell checked, and double-spaced).



	Evidence/Assessment


	Teacher reads and looks for understanding of concept and conflict comprehension; teacher chooses one grammatical device to look for throughout the essay.

	· Lower-level students will write one paragraph for each conflict.

· Advanced learners will write essays; this lesson may take up to a week with each step taking every odd day of the week. 

· English learners will be asked to verbally explain the two types of conflicts and to draw a picture of each conflict.
