Thank you for your interest in participating in the 2012 Computers for Knowledge outreach event and for taking a step toward technological and educational opportunities for your student! The “Computers for Knowledge” program is designed for the Bakersfield City School District students who meet our eligibility criteria.  Our intent is to lead students through the process of acquiring basic life and pro-social skills to complete high school and attend college through a computer based curriculum. This spring, students will be recruited from the Bakersfield City School District.  
Goal

The goal of the C4K program is to entertain children with educational opportunities in conjunction with basic computer knowledge that provide fun learning.  Computers for knowledge will provide academic guidance, career advice, and life skills development to its participants as well as basic computer knowledge as time allows in the following areas:  1) Office Applications, 2) Web Search Skills, 3) Digital Photo 4) Audio Creation and Editing, 5)) Web Page Development, 6) Video creation  and  6) Web Search.  As students gain social skills and computer knowledge, our objective is to get them to interact with staff and each other while we foster a fun learning environment.  
Vision
To provide a safe and stimulating environment with basic computer knowledge for deserving economically disadvantaged middle school students.  Students will receive classes and resources to develop knowledge and skills useful in their educational and career goals.

Eligibility Criteria
1. A Student in the Kern County School System: Bakersfield City School District

2. Academic support will enhance probibality of to successfully pursuing excellence in education

3. Student must be an elementary (6TH GRADE) or middle school student

4. Students and Parents must agree to the continuous follow-up beyond the Program.

5. The Participants family must meet the *“low income”[Next page] guidelines as published by the U.S. Dept of Health and Human Services in the Federal Register, Vol. 70. No. 33 February 18, 2005
6. Application, and weavers must be submitted to appropriate school personal prior to program
Additional Information about C4K

The term “low income individual” means an individual whose family’s taxable income for the proceeding year did not exceed 150% of the poverty level amount. The figures shown under family income represent amounts equal to 150% of the family income levels established by the Census Bureau for determining poverty status. A certain percentage of our participants must be from low-income homes.  Students will be selected through a referral basis from a teacher, administrator, counselor, or other school personnel.  Only ten students from each participating school will be selected by the Computers for Knowledge Committee.    
Identifying the Needs of Students
A pre and post test will be established to measure the differences, changes, and growth of each participating student.  The pre test will serve as an assessment tool to indentify the needs of each participating student.  Since most students participating in Computers for Knowledge come from disadvantaged backgrounds, the focus of the needs of each student will correlate to be basic pro-social skills and how each student could become a productive citizen in their community.   
Standards-Based Curriculum
Each lesson provided in the Computers for Knowledge curriculum is aligned with the California Content Standards provided by the Bakersfield City School District.  These sets of lesson plans include life and social skills instruction with implementation of Language Arts and Mathematic content.  The specific skill areas addressed in this curriculum include Civics, Language Arts, and Mathematics.
