Marsha P. Johnson
Marsha P. Johnson, born Malcolm Michaels Jr., was an activist and leader in the LGBTQ+ community. Self-identified as a drag queen, Johnson was very outspoken 
as it pertained to gay rights. Johnson gained particular attention during the Stonewall uprising of 1969. In the late 80's through early 90's, Johnson dedicated time 
activating and trying to improve the lives of those with the virus. Under suspicious circumstances, Johnson's body was found in the Hudson River. Initially ruled as a 
suicide, close friends claimed Johnson was not suicidal.

Issa Rae
An acclaimed actress, writer, producer, and director, Issa is noted for her work on The Misadventures of Awkward Black Girl, and creator of the hit HBO show, 
Insecure. She has used her notoriety and influence to bring attention to daily experiences of Black Americans, good and bad. She has helped 
transform Black representation in the media and continues to create spaces for Black creators to be their authentic selves.

Sybrina Fulton
Sybrina Fulton is the mother of Trayvon Martin, the young African American male tragically killed by George Zimmerman in 2012, who claimed self-defense, yet 
Zimmerman was the only one with a gun. She became the unacclaimed figurehead of the Black Lives Matter movement as the result of her son's death. Ms. Fulton is 
now an activist, author, and public speaker dedicated to keep what happened to her son from happening again.

Colin Kaepernick
Former starting quarterback for the San Francisco 49ers, Colin Kaepernick led the 49ers to a Superbowl appearance in 2013. During the pre-season of 2016, 
Kaepernick staged a non-violent, silent protest against racial injustice by kneeling during the playing of the U.S. National Anthem instead of standing. His actions 
polarized America. Some praised his actions while others denounced him. After the 2016 season, he became a free agent and went unsigned. Currently his efforts 
have been focused on working with non-profit organizations to continue fighting against racial and social injustice.

James Brown
Known as the God Father of Soul, James Brown was the king of funk music. His number one hits influenced a generation of people for more than 20 years. Some 
his greatest hits are, Papa’s Got a Brand New Bag, Get up, Please, Please, Please, It’s a Man’s World, as well as the song used for this year’s Black History Month 
theme, “Say it Loud – I’m Black and I’m Proud.”

Dr. Kizzmekia Corbett
Dr. Kizzmekia S. Corbett is a viral immunologist with a Ph.D. in Microbiology. She is credited with the development of the novel coronavirus (COVID-19) vaccine via 
Viral Sequencing Data with industry partner, Moderna. She has literally saved the world.

Virgil Abloh
Artistic director and head of Louis Vuitton men’s wear and creator of Off-White. Abloh changed the clothing world by combining street wear and luxury together. He 
emerged as the most powerful Black executive in the luxury industry, but unfortunately we lost Virgil late last year at the young age of 41 to a rare cancer. Virgil's 
legacy lives long through his work.
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
