The program is about 50 semester units and an 
added authorization for early childhood is available 
for 9 additional units. Program courses begin in the 
early evenings and are held in a variety of formats.

Step 1 – Apply to the university
Apply as a graduate student at:

Requirements:
• Bachelor’s degree
• 2.5 GPA or higher required
• Good academic standing from previous 

university
• Meet professional, personal, scholastic, and 

other standards for graduate study
Send your transcripts within 30 days & by 
deadline

Step 2 – Enroll in prerequisites
Upon receiving university admission, you may 
register for the prerequisite courses which can 
be found under Special Education in the class 
search
EDSP 4800 – Early Field Experience in Diverse 
Classrooms
EDSP 4100 – Teaching Linguistically and 
culturally Diverse Students
EDSP 4270 – Establishing Foundation in Special 
Education
